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Suppressing criticism 
is a sure-fire recipe for 
policy mistakes: Rajan

SUPPRESSING CRITICISM IS 
a "sure fire recipe" for policy 
mistakes, cautioned former 
RBI governorRaghuramRajan 
in a hard-hitting blog, arguing 
that people in authority should 
tolerate criticism. 

Rajan also said it is only 
criticism that prompts govern­
ment to take period policy 
course correction. 

"If every critic gets a phone 
call from a government func­
tionary asking them to back 
off, or gets targeted by the rul­
ing party's troll army, many 
Will tone down their criticism. 
The government will then live 

blessing in disguise for India is 
the US move to block judges to 
the appellate tribunal, which 
will be crippled With just one 
judge left after December 11. In 
that case, the fate of any appeal 
by India against a verdict in 
favour of the US remains uncer­
tain. Unless a decision is made 
bythetribunalontheappeal,the 
findings of the WTO's dispute 
panel can't be binding on India, 
theyhaveadded. · 

In a business-as-usual sce­
nario, though, once the dispute 
panel's finalreportismadepub­
lic, India would be required to 
challenge the ruling before an 
appellate bodyWithin a month.
